Byzantine emperor who extended

Constantinople and completed the 
codification of Roman law. 

Leonardo da 
Vinci 

(1452-1519)  
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the most famous living opera singer. Born in 
Modena, Italy. His made his operatic  
debut on April 29, 1961.  

first “Christian” emperor of the Roman empire, 
defeated all other would-be emperors, re-united 
the empire, and moved the capital of the em-
pire from Rome to Byzantium

first emperor of Rome. His real name was  
Octavian. He created a new constitution for the 
great empire. 

the most famous Roman of all. Took power 
over Rome as a dictator. Fell in love with Egyp-
tian queen Cleopatra. Also reformed the  
calendar. With only minor changes his is the 
calendar we use today.  

Italian-Spanish navigator who sailed west across 
the Atlantic Ocean in search of a route to Asia but 
achieved fame by making landfall, instead, in the 
Caribbean Sea. 

considered the founder of modern experimental 
science as well as being an astronomer, mathemati-
cian, and physicist.   

An Italian electrical engineer and Nobel laureate, 
known for the development of a practical wireless 
telegraphy system.
